This was an analytical study of the coipensation and supplies
expenditure of the secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the
Dgpartment of General Education, Education Region 6 during the fiscal
years B.E. 2532-B.E.2534. The secondary schools were classified by
sizes and levels of education. Samples were drawn from 30 % of the
total seéondary schools in Education Region 6, which comprised of
38 schools. The data were collected from the previous expenditure of
the sanple sqhodls. Statisties for the analysis were percentage,
indice, ratio, arithmetic mean, sténdard.deviation and coefficient
of variation.

The findings were as foilows:

1. The expenditure for coumpensation and supplies of the
secondary schools in Education Region 6 was annually increased.

2. When compare by sizes of the secondary schoois, it was

found that the large-size secondary schools spent more money in

compensation and supplies than the medium~size secondary schools

and the medium-size secondary spent more money in compensation and
supplies than the small-size secondary schools.

3. When conpare by levels of education, it was found that the
secondary schools operated both lower secondary and upper secondary
education spent more money in compensation and supplies than the
secondary schools operated only lower secondary education.

4. The increasing and decreasing rates for expenditure on

conpensation and supplies of the secondary schools were not



consistent, however in the large-size secondary schools the

‘compensation expenditure tended to be decreased, but in the wmediunm-

size and small-size secondary schools it tended to be increased.
