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The purpose of this research was to study the conditions and
probiems of joining the project of independent occupations to provide
earnings while studying in secondary schools, General Education
Department, Phetchabun province from the view points of school
administrators, advisors of the project, and students participating
and not participating in fhe project.

The population and samples used in this research were 32 school
administrators, 64 advisors of the project, 160 students participating
in the project and 160 students not participating in the project.

Data were collected by using a three point - rating scale and
analyzed for percentage, mean, standard deviation and compared by
using a t-test.

The results of the research were as follows :

i, The administrators rated the performance of the project at
a moderate level.

2. The advisors of the project rated supervision at a moderate
level.

3. The students participating in the project rated funds at a
moderate level,

4. The students not participating in the project rated
understanding how to follow the project at a moderate level.

5. A comparison between the students participating in the
project and those not participating in the project showed a

statistically significant difference at the .05 level,
