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This study sought to analyse the culture and vision which
appeared in folk tales of Loei Province, and to help understand the
culture, belief, ideas, and values of past and present Loei people.
This study was valuable in an academic sense, in local area development,
and in the community unity of feeling.

In a sfudy, the researcher analysed the data from 36 folk tales
of Loei Province collected by Sarn Sarathatsananan. They were
analysed to study the culture and the vision which appeared in the
folk tales in terms of belief, dress, drama, custom, consumation,
family, education and politics. The visions were studied in the
contexts of human being to human being, human being to the nature, and
human being to the super-natural.

From the descriptive method, it was concluded that Loei’s
residents had their own cultures of belief, occupation, dress, custom,
consumation, family, education and politics.

It was concluéed that Loei’s residents had their own visions
of relationship toward family, relatives, society, rights and liberty,
the way of life, nature, and the super-natural.

This study was expected to be a valuable source for further

studies in the field of folkways, folklores, and local literatures.
