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The purpose of this study was to construét‘a 9 -
step process skills test on the topic "Our Surroundings"
in the subject field of life experience for the second-
grade students. The population used for this study
consisted of 8,125 students studying in the second
semester of academic year 2535 in the schools under the
jurisdiction of Sukhothai Provincial Primary Education
Commission. A sample consisted of 698 subjects randomly
drawn from the population.

'The instruments for collecting data were 4
subtests : subtest 1 on "Our School", subtest 2 on "Our
Cbmmunity", subtest 3 on "Natural Sﬁrroundings", and
subtést 4 on "Human Beings and Natural Surroundings”.
Data analysis was made by means of difficulty level,
discrimination poﬁer Point-biserial Correlation,the
content validity, the reliability coefficient Kuder-
Richardson formula 20. A test of statistical significance
was made for a feliability of each test. The findings were
as follows

1. Subtest 1 on "Our School" consisting of 18
items yielded the level of difficulty ranged from
0.44-0.77, the discrimination power ranged from 0.07-0.67,
the content validity ranged from 0.80-1.00, the
reliability coefficient 0.76 with the ,01 level of
significance. .

2, ‘Subtest 2 on "Our Community" consisting of 20
items yielded the level of difficulty ranged from

0.23-0.73, the discrimination power ranged from



0.29-0.52, the content validity ranged from 0.60-1.00,
the reliability coefficient 0.75 with the .01 level of
significance.

| 3. Subtest 3 on "Natural Surroundings", consisting
of 18 items yielded the level of difficulty ranged from
0.24-0.74, the discrimination power ranged.from 0.08—0.50,
tﬁe content validity ranged from 0.80-1.00, the reliability
coefficient 0.52 with the .01 level of significance.

4. Subtest 4 on "Human Beings and Natural |

Surroundings"'consisting of 20 items yielded the level
of difficulty ranged from 0.29-0,76, the discrimination
power ranged from. 0.11-0.57, the content validity ranged
from 0.80-1;00, the reliability coefficient 0.73 with the

.01 level of significance.
