Method of study

The samﬁle of this study was selected randomly from the studente stvdying
in the upper secondary school level (Matayom Sukéa L = 5) in seven
'government schools in Bangkok during the third quarﬁer of the academic
year 1971, Is also included teachers of Thel literasture in forty -
eight secondary government schools and fifty - eight secondary private

schools in Eangkok during the third quarter of the scademic year 1971,

The investigator used a set of scale questioneire namely the
Likert!s Scorihg Type Scale to estimate the velidity of the contents end

activities of Thai literature readers,



Four hundred end sixgy ~ four completed questionaires were
collected by the inVesfigatér himself, and those for the teachers were
sent by mail.

The. statistical method used for analysing the data included the
computation of percentage, mean (X) and the meaning of Average (Scale

Value or Arbitany Weight) in a statistical calculation.

Malor findings @

The study iﬁdica&ed that most of the contenis of were interesting
to the students. Adjustmentvshowed ve made to some selections such as
Muang Outong (lﬁﬂﬂéﬂﬁd), Chantaruparaka (ﬁﬁﬂ%ﬂ?ﬁﬂﬁ}! Letter from
Thal Ambassador (mmmﬂmtm;}ﬁ"lm) and Kunya Perng '(qms}n,f};\:t). The
rest of the selections, according to the study, were prefexsble to the
students, &héy were Lakorn - Chévit. (ﬁzﬂiuﬁﬂgaﬂ), Samkrung (ﬁﬁﬂﬂgﬂ),
Inow (1)  and Khunchang — Khunphan (qut;wquuuu) |

The Teaders preferred poetry to prose out of the twenty-~thres
selections the students showed their interest in onl& eleven because
they were in agreement with the objectives of teachiing literature.

They were Lilittalengphay (Bﬁmzmﬁw) Tutti Ouyeng
-(ﬁﬁ%lﬂﬁﬂéﬂﬁ) Kerb He Rua (nqwgtét?@) and Nires Phukewbong.

Most of the activities included in the readers complied with the
objective %o teaching‘Thai'literature except'two of them. They were
Samuthakostchadok (ﬁ%ﬁiﬁﬂﬁﬁﬂﬂ)’ and Samkrung.‘(ﬁﬁuﬂaﬁ)

The teachers indicated thet to teach a complete story was better
then to teach seloctions. They thought that seven stories were appropriate
to the class, nambly,lilita lengphay (gaﬂﬂztﬂﬂﬁﬁﬂ), Vessandornchadok
