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Abstract

The main purpose of this research was to develop Thai language reading skill
packages for dyslexia learning disabilities children in second levels, and specific
purpose were : 1) to survey problems and needs about composition of reading effects,
2) to construct and efficiency of Thai language reading skill packages, 3) to experiment
of Thai language reading skill packages, 4) to evaluate the implementing of Thai
language reading skill packages. This research was divided into 4 steps as foliows:

The first step was survey problems and needs composition of reading effects.
The samples were 45 special education teachers in mainstreaming. The instruments were
guestionnaires about problems and needs composition of reading effects for dyslexia
learning disabilities children in second basic education levels. The statistical analyses
were means and standard deviation.

The second step was construct and efficiency of Thai language reading skill
packages with content validity by 5 experts for evaluate the appropiation of Thai
language reading skill packages, and 9 dysiexia learning disabilities children on second
levels of Sumrung school to efficiency of Thai language reading skill packages on 80/80.
Statistical analysis were percentage, means and standard deviation.

The third step was experiment by Thai language reading skill packages.

The samples were 12 dyslexia learning disabilities children on second levels of
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Bannoisumkheelek school. The instrument was reading abilities test, refiability was .77.
The quantitative data analyzed by The Wilcoxon Matched Pairs Signed - Ranks Test and
The Mann-Whitney U Test, the qualitative data analyzed by Analytic Induction
The fourth step was evaluate the implementing of Thai language reading skill
packages. The samples were 3 special education teachers and assistant in, 6 dyslexia
learning disabilities children on second levels of Bannoisumkheelek school.
The instrument was the opinion evaluation for Thai language reading skill packages.
Statistical analysis were means and standard deviation.
The result were follows:
1. Total problems composition of reading effects were high to highest level.
And total needs were high level.
2. Thai language reading skill packages had the efficiency of 83.33/80.22
which was higher than the required criteria.
3. The results of experiment
3.1 Experiment group had reading abilities post — test higher than
pre — test at the sigfinicantly level of .05
3.2 Experiment group had reading abilities higher than contro! group
at the sigfinicantly level of .05
3.3 Experiment group had a good reading behaviours. Almost not serious,
not found inconfident and sensitively, sométimes somebody had forgot words, nodding
face and head, put the nearest book.
4. The result of evaluating the opinion for Thai language reading skill
packages by special education teachers and assistant were high to highest level, by

dyslexia learning disabiiities children were highest
