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Abstract

The purpose of the research titled “language mixing in Tai Yuan Ban Wangwa,
Amphur Tapanhin, Phichit province” is to see the characteristics of the basic vocabulary
used in daily-life of the Tai Yuan people at Ban Wangwa and the influence of Standard
Thai, Northern Thai, and North Eastemn Thai dialects towards the Tai Yuan language at
Ban Wangwa. 553 basic words of the Tai Yuan dialect are compared and contrasted
with the Northern Thai, North Eastern Thai, and Standard Thai dialects. The instrument
used is a word list for interviewing 3 Tai Yuan people of Ban Wangwa. The statistic mean
here used is percentage.

The result of the study is that 75 percent of the vocabulary in the dialect are
similar to those of the standard Thai, 65 percent to those of the Northern Thai and 62
percent to those of the North Eastern Thai, respectively. the vacabulary of the Tai Yuan

dialect contains 12 percent of words that are its own.
