1. To know peoples’ decision faclors in senator eleciion in Phitsanulok area.
2. To analyze the relationship between {aclors of voter's status, candidate’s
qualification, political enviranment, and election news that effects decision in casting a

vote,

Methodology

Data was collected from the sampling population numbering 405 and 644,943
voters in Phitsanulok. Province.

Research tools are guestionnaires, the data was analyzed by computer
programme, percentage, average, standard deviation means and by Carrelaiion

(Pearson Correlation)

Findings

This study comes with an analysis of factors; a summary has been made out of

the studies as follows:



Research findings in overall form reveal that people’s behavior in decision
making for casting vote in senator election in Phitsanulok area was based on personal
relation with candidate prior {o eiection with 84.2 % and the percentage of the reason
behind for casting vote was personal faith fo the candidate is at 64.5. The second reason
which is based on persuasion from the candidate’s close people is at 41.6. When the
relationship among different factors was analyzed, the findings indicate that

1. Variable related to the voter's age has relation to the behavior in making
decision for casting vote in senator election with reason of fearing politician's and his
campaigners’ influence when being requested and from personal relationship with
senator who had done favour to the voter in the past is at significantly importance at
0.05.

2. Variable relatad to the candidate’s qualification has relation to the making
decision behavior for casting vote in senator election with the reason of fearing
politician’s and his campaigners’ influence when being requested and from personal
relationship with senator , expecting any assistance from successful candidate who had
done favour to the voter in the past, including gain and advantages. This is significantly
importance at 0.00 and the reason for being a good citizen in supporting democracy,
fearing of losing rights as stated in laws is significantly importance at 0.05.

3. Variable related to political environment has relation to the behavior in
making decision for casting vole in senaior election with the reason of abiding by the
Constitution 2540 B.E., as a good citizen to support the democracy, of being afraid of
losing rights as stated by the laws. This is significantly important at 0.00. and for the
expectation for any assistance from the senator candidate who succeeded in election.

4. Variable related to the factor of peonle’s knowledge and perceiving news
and information about election has refation to the behavior in making decision for casting
vote in senator election with the reason of abiding by the Constitution 2540 B.E., as a
good citizen to support the democracy, of being afraid of losing rights as stated by the

laws, of fearing politician's and his campaigners’ influence when being requested and



candidate who had done favour to the voter in the past. This is significantly importance
at 0.00.

To know the information regarding the election has relation with the election
with the reason of receiving gain as expected (o have is significantly importance at 0.05.

These Factors, generally speaking, have taken root in Thailand politics and
culture, with which place emphasis on patronage mainly, the relation of supporting
system prevails in Thai society. The prevalence of local influential groups and their
supporting group by utilizing money and power to form their prestige as it is very
essential for social and politics in terms of creating their own popularity for public.
Expecting gains such as money, party arrangement or any financial support from
politicians and giving more oriority to skillful perscn than virtuous man leads to the

unsofvable problems which day by day create more serious violence.
