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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study and compare of operation of
student government as perceived by administrators and teachers of the secondary
schools under Kanchanaburi Educational Service Area Office in 9 aspects : planning
and guidelines for the operations , keeping approached and warm welcome to students,
solving problems and controlling students’ behavior, solving students' studying problems,
analyzing students’ personal problems, cooperating with organizations toth in and outside
schools for pursuing students' behavior , contacting and cooperating with parents,
protecting and solving problems of drug addiction and students’ meeting in the den and
supporting the moral principles, tradition, religion and culture. The results were analyzed
and compared by positions and school sizes.

The sample of 376 consisling of 98 administrators and 278 ieachers was
selected from 33 the secondary schools under Kanchanaburi Educational Service
Area Office. The instrument used for collecting data was a five - level rating - scale
questicnnaire. The alpha coefficient of questionnaire was 0.96. The statistics used in

data analysis were percentages, means, standard deviations, t - test, One - Way ANOVA

were used for data analysis.



The results of this study were as follows :

1. Administrators and teachers had perceived of operation of student
government in the high level. When we considered in 8 aspects : they were overall
in high level except the cooperating with organization both in and outside schools
for pursuing students’ behavior in the moderate level.

2. In comparison of operation of student government as perceived by
administrators and teachers of the secondary schools under Kanchanaburi Educational
Service Area Office. The results were analyzed and compared by positions and
school sizes.

2.1 Administrators and teachers had perceived of operation of student
government were significantly different at the .01 level. When we considered
in 8 aspects : they were overall in significant difference at the .01 level except the
analyzing students’ personal problems which was significant difference at the .05 level.
2.2 Administrators and feachers had perceived of operation of student
government in different school sizes were significantly different at the .01 level.
When we considered in 9 aspects : they were overall in significant difference at the

.01 level except the planning and guidelines for the operations was no significant

difference.
