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Abstract

The purpose of this study were to classify tpes and to indicate the
reduplication Frequence of some two syllables reduplicative by their characteristics
form the thesis of Miss Orathai Sutthi, who collected and classified types of some
two svyllables reduplicative which is in Royal Institute Dictionary 1982. The
classification of the study can be divided into 2 types:

1. Reduplication that has the same whole characteristics.

2. Reduplication that has the same some characteristics.

Reduplication that has the same whole characteristics can be divided into;

1. Only one sound Reduplication.

2. More than one sound Reduplication.

According to these reduplicatins, we can analyze the Reduplicative
frequency by considering their characteristics between the fist syllable and the
final syliable through ccnsonant scund, vowel socund and tonal mark sound. '

The findings were as follows:

1. With regard to Reduplication that has the same whole characteristics,
the most frequent Reduplicative sound was conscnant sound. The order of others
was tonal mark sound and and vowel sound.

2. With regard to Reduplication that has the same for some
characteristics, the most frequent Reduplicative sound was vowel sound. The

order of others was consonant sound and tonal mark sound.
