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ABSTRACT

Background: Facuity of Medicine, Naresﬁan Universify was established in the academic
year of 1995. To fulfill the requirement for graduation, medical student have to pass all 3
steps of the Comprehensive Examination. In the first step of the Comprehensive
Examination, we assess the basic medical science knowledge of the third-year medical
students. The National Licensing Examination or The Medical Licensing Examination of
Thaitand (MLET) is also a three-step examination for medical licensure, and arganized by
the Center for Medical Competency Assessment and Accréditation (CMA) and The Thai
Medicai Council (TMC). Likewise, the first step of the MLET also assesses the knowledge
of basic rhédical sciences, started in the acédémic year of 2005. In the academic year of
2004, A Progress Test step | was initiated for preparing preclinical students, and
assessed the knowledge before the Comprehensive Examination step | and the MLET
step I. '

Objective: To study the relationship between total scores of the Progress Test

Examination step | score, The Comprehensive Examination step | sceore, and the



cumulative GPAs with the MLET step | score of preclinical students of Naresuan

University.

Method: The Data were derived from 286 medical students from Naresuan University
who attended the MLET step | in the academic year of 2005 and 2006. The analysis was
done by descriptive statistics and Pearson's Product Moment Correlaticn Coefficient.
Result: For medical students attending the MLET step [ in the academic year of 2005:
data analysis revealed a high correlation between the Comprehensive Examination step 1
score, together will the cumulative GPAs and MLET step | score (r = 0.91 and r = 0.81,
p < 0.01 respectively). A fairly high correlation of the Progress Test Examination step |
score in the academic year of 2005 and the MLET step | score {r= 0.70, p < 0.01) was
demonstrated, HQwever, a medium correlation of the Progress Test Examination step |
score in the academic year of 2004 and the MLET step | score {r = 0.57, p < 0.01) was
presented.

For medical students attending the MLET step | score in the academic year of
2006: data analysis revealed a high correlation of the Comprehensive Examination step |
score, together will the Progress Test Examination step | score and the MLET step |
score {r = 0.88 and r = 0.81, p < 0.01 respectively). A fairly High correlation between
cumulative GPAs and the MLET step | score (r=0.72, p < 0.01) was also presented.
Conclusions: For medical students attending the MLET step | in the academic year of
2005, the order of correlation with the MLET step | are Comprehensive Examination step
[, followed by the cumulative GPAs, and the Progress Test Examination step | in 2005.
For medical students attending the MLET step | in the academic year of 2006, the order
of correlation are the Comprehensive Examination step |, followed by the Progress Test
Examination step | in 2006, and the cumulative GPAs of the preclinical students. It can
be assumed that the result of the comprehensive Examination step | is abie to predict the

achievement of the preclinical students to pass the MLET step |.
