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ABSTRACT

This descriptive study aimed to find the needs of caregivers caring for
cerebrovascular patients at home. The 213 caregivers caring for cerebrovascular
patients at home in Nakornsawan Province were stratified random sampling from every
district. Research instruments were questionnaire created by the researcher in
accordance with the Orem's theory. The questionnaire consisted of personal data, basic
caregiver's needs, and caregiver's needs when patients had deviated health status. The
answers were chosen either need or do not need. The reliability of the questionnaire
tested by KR-20 was .93. Data were analyzed by percentage and chi-square.

The findings from the study were:

1. The caregivers needed two from nineteen basic cares. They were 1) the
care for prevention of complication and successive danger and 2) participation in
patient caring and rehabilitation from family members at ihe level of 74.20 and 70.40 %.

2. The care giver in the condition that the patients had health probiems needed
four of 21 needs. They were 1) care for the prevention of the recurrent of
disease 2) impacts of disease on patients' bodies 3} knowledge about daily care for
the patients and 4) care for continuation of treatment (76.50, 72.80, 70.40, and 70.00

respectively).
