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.The purpose of this research was to evaluate the
perfornances of 34 primary schools, under the Gffice of
Prim&ry Education, Phitsanulok province, participating in
the education for village development in rural areas project
in the fiscal year 1991 in the following areas : 1) the
relationship between the antecedence, ﬁhe transactions, and
the outcomes of the project. 2} the congruence between the
expected and the real outcomes of bLhe project. 3) the value
of the project, and 4) the problems in the implementation-of

the projeck.

fhe population consisted of 34 administrators,

34 project teachers and 34 chairpersecns of 34 school boards.
The Stake's Countenance Model was applied. Data was
collected by questionnaire and analysed by mean, standard
deviation, and percentage.

The research results were a follows :

1. The relationships between the antecedence, and the
transagtions, and the outcomes of the primary schools, under
the office of Primary Education, Phitsanulok province, which
participated in the education for village development in
rural areas project in the fiscal year 1991 were as follows:

1.1 The logical cohtingencieslwere highly related,
and the probability for the relationship was quite high.

1.2 The empirical contingencies were related.



2. The congruence between the éxpected and the real
results in antecedence was moderate ; the congruence in |
transﬁctions was 33.33 percent, and the outcomes were not
congruent.

3. Thé value of the project, in terms of antcecedence,
ﬁransactions, and outcomes, was moderate.

4. The problems in the implémentation of the project

were the paucity of budget, personnel, and equipment.
