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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to construct a programmed instruction to develop
English writing skills of Mattayomsuksa 1 students in Phayakkhaphumwittayakhan
School, Phayakkhaphumpisai District, Mahasarakham Province, 2} to measure the
programmed instruction’s efficiency, 3) to compare English writing skill achievement of
Mattayomsuksa 1 students by using pre- and post tests, and 4) to survey students’
preferences of learning for the programmed instruction. The samples of this study
were 51 Mattayomsuksa 1 students  in Phayakkhaphumwittayakhan  School,
Phayakkhaphumpisai District, Mahasarakham Province, semester 2 academic year 2007,
The instruments used in the study were a programmed instruction which consists of 3
lessons, an achievement test, and a survey questionnaire that assesses students’
general preferences regarding the programmed instruction. The 6 ways to produce the
programmed instruction were: 1) to study the curriculum, 2) to set the purposes, 3) to set
the order of the contents, 4) to produce the programmed instruction, 5) to examine the
quality of the programmed instruction, and 6) to tryout the programmed instruction. The
achievement test was the 30-item, multiple-choiced test with 4 choices with the degree of
difficulty between .29-79, the degree of discrimination between .21-63, and the
coefficient reliakility at .52. The data were collected from the pre-test and post-test which

were given before and after the students finished the three iessons. Then, the pre-test



and post-test scores were compared to examine the difference using paired t-test style.
The efficiency of the lessons was acquired in 80/80 criterion stipulated. Also, the survey
questionnaire was distributed to the students after the three lessons. The result of the
development of the programmed instruction in developing English writing of
Mattayomsuksa 1 students in Phayakkhaphumwittayakhan School, Phayakkhaphumpisai
District, Mahasarakham Province, was that the efficiency of the programmed instruction
was at good level at 89.41/82.15. The students’ post-testing efficiency mean was found
to be higher than the mean of the pre-test at the statistical significant level at .0%. Also,
the students’ preferences of learning for the programmed instruction was considered the

highest level { x = 4.53, SD= 0.60).
