The discovery of a box jellyfish - one of the most poisonous in the world —

in Thai waters has prompted the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment (- 2
to set up a team to study its origin and behaviour to prevent attacks.

Somchai Bussarawit, the chief of the museum and aquarium at
the Phuket Marine Biological Centre, said there has never been any reports )
of this type of box jellyfish being found in Thai waters before.

"We are not sure whether it is a primitive species living here or
a foreign species. We have no information. That is why we have to set up a team
to investigate it, " he said. Experts in Australia and Japan would be asked to
assist the study.

There are two families of jellyfish normally found in Thai waters
the Chirodropidae and the Carybdeidae, which is the more poisonous of the two.

So far two deaths have been attributed to the jellyfish. The first case
happened in 2002 at Koh Phangan in Surat Thani province and the latest in April
at Koh Lanta in Krabi province.

The decision to study the box jellyfish came after the son of an Australian
Jjournalist was stung while swimming at Koh Mak in Trat province early this year.

The injured Australian returned to Thailand and alerted the Public Health }3
and Tourism and Sports ministries about box jellyfish found in Thailand.
He realised there were no measures or knowledge about first-aid for people
stung by box jellyfish.

"I hope the study will generate prevention and caution with the public.

I don't want to disturb the tourism sector, but people should know the facts and
know how fo make themselves safe,” Mr Somchai said.

"At least first-aid treatment must be widely publicised to tourists and local
people. Also, there should be warning signs to increase people's levels of
awareness,” he said.

Vinegar is the best solution to reduce the pain from a jellyfish sting
before the victim is sent to hospital, he said. Water should not be used as it only
increases the pain.

Resorts and hotels should have vinegar in their emergency Kkits, J
he suggested.

The discovery of a box jellyfish - one of the most poisonous in the world —

in Thai waters has prompted the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment [~ 2
to set up a team to study its origin and behaviour to prevent attacks.

Somchai Bussarawit, the chief of the museum and aquarium at
~ the Phuket Marine Biological Centre, said there has never been any reports \
of this type of box jellyfish being found in Thai waters before.

"We are not sure whether it is a primitive species living here or
a foreign species. We have no information. That is why we have to set up a team
to investigate it, " he said. Experts in Australia and Japan would be asked to
assist the study.

There are two families of jellyfish normally found in Thai waters
the Chirodropidac and the Carybdeidae, which is the more poisonous of the two.

So far two deaths have been attributed to the jellyfish. The first case
happened in 2002 at Koh Phangan in Surat Thani province and the latest in April
at Koh Lanta in Krabi province.

The decision to study the box jellyfish came after the son of an Australian
journalist was stung while swimming at Koh Mak in Trat province early this year.

The injured Australian returned to Thailand and alerted the Public Health }3
and Tourism and Sports ministries about box jellyfish found in Thailand.

He realised there were no measures or knowledge about first-aid for people
stung by box jellyfish.

"I hope the study will generate prevention and caution with the public.

I don't want to disturb the tourism sector, but people should know the facts and
know how to make themselves safe," Mr Somchai said.

"At least first-aid treatment must be widely publicised to tourists and local
people. Also, there should be warning signs to increase people's levels of
awareness," he said.

Vinegar is the best solution to reduce the pain from a jellyfish sting
before the victim is sent to hospital, he said. Water should not be used as it only
increases the pain.

Resorts and hotels should have vinegar in their emergency kits, }
he suggested. '

21 die in tour bus plunge

Bus fails to take steep slope, rolls down hill

MANIT SANUBBOON

PRACHIN BURI; Twenty-one people were killed and 27 others injured when a bus taking
students and teachers from Khon Kaen on a study tour failed to negotiate a steep slope,
tumbled down the hill and crashed in Prachin Buri'Nadi district

Bus driver Jaturong Muangkham, 40, was Killed in the accident which occurred
about 3.30am yesterday.

There were 51 people on board the bus — 43 students, three teachers, the driver
and four bus crew. 7

The bus, owned by Jaturong tour company, was taking the students and
teachers from Khon Kaen College of Agriculture and Technology to Khung Kraben Bay
royal development

Rescue units from nearby hospitals traveled to the scene of the accident to
rescue the victims, many of whom were trapped under the wreckage of the bus.

A crane was called in to lift the wreckage to help rescue work and clear the way
for traffic.

Prachin Buri police chief Sanchai Chai-amporn said an initial investigation found
the bus brakes failed as the vehicle was coming down a steep slope.

The driver then lost control on a sharp bend.

The bus skidded off the road, tumbled down the hill and crashed.
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Pol Maj-Gen Sanchai said the driver was apparently unfamiliar with the curves on
the road and must have travelled fast when the brakes failed.

The accident occurred on Highway 304 which run through Khao Yai and Tab Lan
national parks.

Police said accidents were frequent on this steep slope resulting in many deaths
and injuries each year.

Of the 21 dead victims, 18 were male and the rest female, mostly Khbn Kaen
natives.

Twenty-three of the 27 injured were men ‘and the rest women. Most of them
suffered broken limbs.

The injured were taken to Nadi hospital ( 7 ), Kabin Buri hospital (6 ), Wang Nam
Khieo hospital ( 10 }, and Abhaibhubejhr hospital ( 4 ).

Grandpa Yen, 108, passes away

CHAIWAT SATYAM

PHETCHABURI : The grand old man of the Phetchaburi river died of heart failure
yesterday at the age of 108.

Yen Kaewmanee, better known as Grandpa Yen, was rushed to Pra Chomklao
hospital after nurses found him unconscious with a weak pulse in his boat, which was

anchored at Lamyai bridge pier in Muang district.
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The nurses suspected something was wrong after he failed to answer their
routine call ahead of their daily visit to check his health.

“The doctor did their best trying to resuscitate him for more than an hour.
Unfortunately his body never responded,” hospital deputy director Sathit Ratanasrithong
said. Grandpa Yen's heart failure waé due to an enlarged heart, Dr. Sathit and
Phetchaburi governor Sayumporn Limthai told a joint press conference. He will be buried
' today in a Muslim ceremony.

Grandpa Yen fished for a living alone in a small, qld_’boat since his wife died in

‘ 1993. He never asked anyone for help or money. -

His austere lifestyle was shown to a fascinated public in the 2005 release df Knon
Kon Khon, a doecumentary on his life.

Her majesty the Queen gave Grandpa Yen a new boat that year after watching
the decumentary. ‘

. Heavy rain sank his boat on Sep 19. Neighbours rescued him from the river and

tock him to Phra Chomklao hospital.

After hearing of Grandpa Yen's plight, the Queen had the Ayutthaya Shipbuilding
Industrial and Technology College repair and upgrade his boat. It was equipped with an
engine to give him better control of the vessel.

The Pethaburi Red Cross Society also delivered meals to him évery day as
requested by Her Majesty.

Worker died from leptospirosis

APIRAD! TREERUTKUARKUL

Leptospirosis caused the death of a worker on a free-range duck farm in Phichit
on Tuesday, not bird flu as feared, the Public Health Ministry said yesterday.

Public health permanent secretary Prat Boonyawongvirote said blood and saliva
samples from Manee Mankhetkit , 48, and his son Sakda, 12, had tested negative for the
H5N1 bird flu virus.

The Nakhon Sawan medical sciences centre ran the test.

Dr Prat traveled to Pichit yesterday after hearing about possible fresh bird flu
cases. The last confirmed case was reported in August 2006.

Manee was sent to the provincial hospital on Monday when he developed some
bird flu-like symptoms- high fever, a sore throat, chest pains and breathing difficuities.

Since Sep10, 15 ducks under Manee’s care had died and he tquched the

carcases with the bare hands when he buried them. On Sunday, he suffered severe leg
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pains and the next day he felt exhausted, vomited, and had stomach pains and low
blood pressure.

An X-ray showed his lungs were flooded. He died of acute lung failure.

Sakda, who worked alongside Manee at a duct farm which has more than 1,600
ducks, was sent to hospital a day later. He remained in an isolation ward for observation
yesterda_y.

Dr-Prat said Sakda was well. He had no fever and his lung Were functioning
normailly.

As a precéution. a mobile disease controf unit had been sent to check 12 people
in tambol ThL_thg Yai who came into contact with the dead man. Elevenrothers would be

| maonitored by public health staff for a 10- day period. |

Last year, 1,900 people contracted ieptospirosis, also known as rat disease, and
40 of them diied.

Common symptoms of this fiood-related disease include listlessness, loss of
appetite, vomiting, flu-like symptoms, weight loss, diarrhea, and muscle pain.

Meanwhile, Sai Ngam district of Kamphang Phet province, adjacent to Phichit,
was yesterday declared a bird flu observation zone after 30 chickens on a farm
belonging to Thongkham lamklai,63, died on Monday and Tuesday.r

Disinfectant was spréyed at all poultry farms and movements of poultry were
banned in the village of Ban Boh Kaew. The chicken carcases were sent for laboratory
tests.
