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Abstract

This particular thesis is aimed to study the potential of the selected national parks in the
Kwae Noi river basin, Phitsanulok, Lower Northern Thailand, to promoie the ecotourism
campaign for local communities. The case study consists of three main areas: Phu Hin Rong Klar
National Park; Chattrakarn Waterfall National Park; and Kaeng Jed Kwae National Park. The
TOURINFO guidelines of the Thailand Development Research Institute (TDRI), the potential of
national park assessment standard of USA and Thailand are used to measure their capabilities in

term of location, historical, cultural, environmental, tourists capacities, and facilities.

The result from this study suggests that the three national parks have diversity potential
of ecotourism activities, and environmental capacities. The Phu Hin Rong Klar National Park has
high potential of ecotourism. The Chattrakarn Waterfall National Park displays a latter level. In
addition, there is a capable possibility on the Kaeng Jed Kwae uNational Park. However, the local
communities’ incorporation to ecotourism is unsatisfactory. It is necessary to provide them in
terms of their knowledge and incorporation. This study also presents suitable ecotourism plans for
the selected national parks and around local communities. The campaign is to bring on the
multicultural exchange between the tourists and local peoples under ecotourism strategy. Hence,
this particular campaign may support the role of ecotourism (o protect naiural resources and

environment.
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
