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Thig research to study the behavior of technical college
students at the high vocational education level and certificate of
vocational technology level in the seventh education region regarding
discipline and the following of regulations in technical colleges in
1995 had as its purpose to study the young teenagers and their
environment; such as their family background, feelings and attitudes
in many cases, their family income, their social lives, etc.

The sample group of technical college students was chosen by
" random from the seventh education region. The study used Yamane's
statistical theory, a check list and Likert scale.

The students were studying at the high vocational education
level and certificate of vocational education level technology. There
were 26 students (13.5%) who showed behavioral problems and 156
students who did not. There were 542 students altogether. The
research can be divided into 3 topics:

1. The general cases.

2. The relationship between behavior and-the ideal level.

3. The differences between behavior of the students who break
the rules and the students who do not.

The result of the research found that;

1. The general cases.

1.1 Eletrical powef students and auto machanic students
were more likely to break the rules than students from cther

departments.



1.2 Students who broke the rules lived in rented
apartments/dormitories while the students who didn’t break the rules
lived at home with & traditional family atmosphere.

1.3 The students who broke the rules had irregular
guardians but the students who didn’t break the rules had the support
of their parents.

1.4 Most students who broke the rules had more than five
members in their family. The students who didn’t break the rules had
only three members in their family.

1.5 The study found that the students with behavioral
problems were the last members in their family. The students who
didn’t break the rules were the first to third child in their family.

1.6 Students with behavioral problem spent their free time
out of the house while the students who didn’t break the rules spent
their free time at home.

1.7 The cause of the behavioral problems was reflected
in the feelings of the students. All students pointed out they felt
lonely, and that nobody was interested in them so they rebelled.

1.8 The most common behavioral problems were alcohol,
using drugs, wearing unsuitable uniforms and speaking impolitely.

1.9 Many of the students’ parents had married more than
one time.

1.10 The parents of the students who broke the rules were
found to be labourers and farmers while the parents of the other

students were business people.



1,11 Their family income was between 2,001-5,000 bath.
It was found that poverty led to many students breaking the rules.
2. The relationship between behavior and the ideal level.
According to this research, attitude and environment effects
behavior.

2.1 Students felt that breaking the regulations a little
was not a behavioral problem. This has led to problems and a lack of
self discipline.

2.2 Often the bad behavior was brought about by pressure
from their peers. They had no money, so they stole to support their
needs.

2.3 Students who acted wrong often used heroen. They felt
that their parents weren’t treating‘them fairly and didn’t take care
of them. They felf worthless and turned to drugs.

2.4 The study found that students liked to visit bars and
places that did not have a strict atmosphere. Adults and even teachers
visited these places and became examples for students.

2.5 Students with behavioral problems were influenced by
the media in their ideas about sexual behavioral. Things such as sex
books, films and videos which promote free sex may lead to abduction
and rape.

2.6 The study found that the bad students often carried
weapons such as guns.

2.7 The attitude of all students in the institute was that

they were proud of their institute where they are studying. Their



college brought them together and helped them make close friends.
This is in line with psychological principles which say, "Adolescents
want to have friends".

2.8 The students believed that punishment such as hitting,
suspension, being expelled or given a warning did not make the
students change their behavior and couldnot make the students be good
persons. This indicates that human behavior isn’t based on the rule
or the law, but is based on a sense of self,

3. The differences between the behavior of the studenis who
broke the rules and the students who did not were statistical
significant at .05 level in only one case; that is, the rules and
discipline are good to protect the standards in society, but the
government officials or those inguardian rules aren’t strict enough

so the students don’'t obey.
