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The purposes of this research were to study attitudes and
compare attitudes towards gambling of the matayomsuksa three students
in school under the general education department in changwat Chiengrai.
The variables were sex, the eéonomic status of the family, parents’
education, parents’ gambling experience, peer group’s gambling
expericnce and the student’s gambling experience. _

The sample consisted of 420 matayomsuksa three students in
schools under the gerneral education department in changwat Chiengrai

The attitude towards gambling questionnaires were administered
to the sample. The data collected were analyzed by percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, F-test, and scheffe s method.

The findings of tae study were as follows:

1. The matayomsuksa three students in schools under the general
education department in changwat Chiengrai, whose sex are different,
is statistically different in attitudes towards gambling at .05 level
of significance.

2. The matayomsuksa three students in schools under the general
education department in changwat Chiengrai, whose the economic status
of the family are different, is not significantly different in
attitudes towards gambling.

3. The matayomsuksa three students in schools under the general
education department in changwat Chiengrai, whose parents’ education
are different, is not significantly different iﬂ attitudes towards
gambling.

4. The matayomsuksa three studeﬁts in schools under the general
education department in changwat Chiengrai, whose parents’ gambling
experience are different, is statistically different in attitudes

towards gambling at .05 level of significance.



5. The matayomsuksa three students in schools under the general
education department in changwat Chiengrai, whose peer group’s gambling
experience are different, is statistically different in attitudes
towards gambling at .05 level of significance. |

6. The matayomsuksa three students in schools under the general
‘education department in changwat Chiengrai, whose the student’s
gambling experience are different, is statistically differgnt in

attitudes towards gambling at .05 level of significance.
