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ABSTRACT

The purposes fo this research were Lo study the sixth
cgrade hilltrihe'stqdentsf gelf-concept and to compare their
$e1f~concept' with different wvariables : gsex, tribe and
réligion. The sample consisted of 239 hilltribe students
under the office of Elementary Education in Phetchaboon
Provice in the academic year 1992. The instrument used was
an 80~item self-concept test. Data was analyzed by percentage,
mean, standafd deviation, t-test and One-way Analvasis of
Variance.l'The gsample group was tested in pair using Scheffé ‘g
method. .

The results of this vesearch were :

1. Self-concept of most sixth grade hilltribe students
was 1low.

2. Sixth grade hilltribe students' self-concept betwaen
male and female was statistically significant at the .05
level.

3. Sixth  grade hilltribe students' self-concept of
different tribes was statistically significant at the .05
level. ‘

4. Sixth- grade hilltribe students‘ gelf-concept of
different religions was statistically significant at the .05

level.
