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The objectives of this research were to study the conflicts
between parents and adolescents in Phitsanulok Phityakom School, and
to compare the differences of conflicts as related to the parents’
educational level, the parents’ economic status and the parents’
ways of upbringing. The samples in this research were students
from Grades 7 — 12 of Phitsanulok Phityvakom School, Muang District,
Phitsanulok Province, in the academic year of 1992. The simple
random sampling technique wés used to obtain 540 students. The
research toel was a 5-level-rating scale guestionnaire. The
statistics used were mean, standard deviation and analysis of
variance.

The results were as follows.

1. The adolescents of Phitsanulok Phityakom School had
conflicts with parents the most in the category of association
with bad friends. The minor conflicts were in the categories of
enphasizing to imitate ones who were successful in education,
prohibiting smoking cigarettes, emphasizing doing good, disliking
the adolescents to go out at night with friends of the opposite sex,
and complaining when the adolescents got bad grades. Parents and
adolescents had the least confliets in the categories of parents’
arguing with neighbours, prijudice, little expenditure, boasting
about the adolescents, sticking to old customs without listening to
" the reasons, and ignoring the adolescents.

2. There was no significant difference on the conflicts of

parents and adolescents as related to the parents’ educational level.



3. There was no significant difference on the conflicts of
parents and adolescents as related to thé parents’ economic status.

4. There was a .05 level of significant difference on the
conflicts of parents and adolescents as related to the parents’

different ways of upbringing.
