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The objectives of this study were:

1. To study the scales of self actualization of the junior
health worker students.

2. To study self actualization norms of the junior health
worker students.,

The population of this study consisted of 797 junior health
worker students in the Public Health Colleges of the Training
Division, Ministry of Public Health.

Data collection were done by asking subjects teo complete
Personal Oriepntation Inventory which was designed by Shostrom. This
Inventory can measure 12 self actualization scales. The arithmetic
mean, standard deviation, percentile score and T standard score were
used in the analyses of data.

The summary of finding was as follows:

1. The scales of self actualization of the first yvear junior
health worker students were indicated that the first year junior
health worker students were non-self actualization persons.

2. The scales of self actualization of the second year junior
healfh worker students were indicated that the second year junior
health worker students were non-self actualization persons.

3. The scales of self actualization of the first year and
the second year junior health worker students were indicated that
the first year and the second year students were non-self

~actualization persons. _ .
4. From the result of this research, there was a percentile

score of self actuaization norms of the first year, the sécond year



and all together the first year and the second year junior health
worker students.

5. From the result of this research, there was a T score of
self actuaization norms of the first year, the second year and all
together the first year and the second year junior health worker

students.
