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The purpose of this study was to studv the results
of group work on moral attitudes concerning honesty of
sixth-grade students. A sample of 30 six-grade students,
taken during the 1981 academic yvear from Bahn Nong-nga
School, Panchalee Sub-District, Wantong District,
Phitsanuloke Province, was divided inte two groups :

15 students in the experimental group and 15 students in

the control group. The experimental group participated in
twelve group work programs developed by the ressarcher over

6 weeks, two times per week: each time took aboui 50 minutes.

The Moral Attitudes’ Honestiy Test of Prasertsri
Un-nakarin was used as an instrument for the experimental
group and control group. The reliability value was .98.

The results of this study showed that the moral
attitudes concerning honesty between the experimental group
and the control group was slgnificantly different at a‘.Ol

level with the experimental group at a higher level.
