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The purpose of this study was to identify and analyze problems
concerning management of boy scout activities on the primary level
as percelved by primary school asdministrators under the Jurisdiction
of the office of primary education, Sukhothail province.

Problems studied were divided into 4 areas} instructors, pro-
cess of teaching and learning, parental support and supervision and
follow up.

The population used in +his study were primary school ad-
ministrators, Sukhotal province.

A set of questionnaires was used to obtain data. The ques-—
tionnaires were divided imto three parts; the first part was on the
status of the administrators, the second part which was of a rating
~scale type was used to determine problems perceived by the sdminis-
trators, and the third part was on open—end type to obtain dats on
the administrators' opinions on the causes of the problems.

The results were as followss

4. The first part of the questionnailre revesled that 50.5385%
of the schools were medium-size, 52,.670% of the administrators had
more than 10 vears of administrative experience, and 66.667% of the
administrators had basic scout training certificates.

2.' The findings on the second and the third parts of the
questionnaire yielded the following:

2.1 In the srea of instructors, it was found that they
were underqualified to teach or to supervise the scout activities.

2.2 In the srea of teaching and learning, it was found



that not enough materials and equipment were availabe.

2,3 In the area of parental support, it was found thst,
due to low incomes, the parents were not be sble to support their
children in the scout activities.

2.4 In the ares of supervision and follow up, it was
found that not enough supervision from the school system was

available.
