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The purpose of this research was to study the effects
of occupational guidance package programs on grade six
students'interest in entrepreneurship. The population
consisted of grade six students in Watlamjedee School,
Baﬁgrakam District, Phitsanulok Province in the academic
year of 1993. Twenty - four students were divided into two
equal groups _ _ an experimental and a controled groups.
The occupational guidance package programs were used in
the experimental group for 12 sessions with 60 minutes
per session. The time interval was two sessions per week.
The convéntional programs were used in the controled group.
The Bunga Akaphobanukul's Test of interest in
entrepreneurship was conducted before and after the
experiment.

The result of this research showed that the students
participating in the guidance package programs had more
interest in entrepreneurship than those in the conventional

programs at the .01 level of significance.
