The purposes of this research were three-fold: 1) to study
the features and potentiality in Management Information System
{MI1S) 2) to explore the opinions on the problems of MIS, and 3) to
evaluate M!S in secondary schools under the jurlsdiction of the
Department of General Educstion in Bangkok.

This study used the populstion of 105 secondary school
administrators of the Departmemt of General Education in Bangkok.
The instrument was s questionnaire constructed by the researcher.
There were #6 respondents as of B2 percent of the population. The
statistics used were percentage, arithmetic means and standard
deviation,

The findings were as followss

f. Most schools had their own offices for collecting dats
and information. The office was under the office of academic
affairs. Advisory Committee and Work Groups were appointed for
operation.

2. MIS operation were mostly funded by school revenue
appropristed from school income each year.

3. Most schools had their own MIS offices, shared with
offices of other types., Office supplies were posters, bulletin
boards, white boards, MIS files, desks and chairs, snd cupboards,

4. Most MiIS personnel was assigned after in—service training
in MIS. They had experiences in dealing with managing information
system and they were teachers.

5. Most secondary schools operated MIS by classifying the



information by iypes of work and by depariment. The administrators
used the information for planmning arnd policy formulating. The pre-
sentation of the information was prepared by percentage, graphs and
charts. Data and informstion were kept by filing sysﬂem in file
cupboards. The data calculation was manual,

The potentiality of supporting MIS by the administrators was
first priortized by personnel sdequately and appropriately for the
Jobs.‘The most problem for MIS was adequate funding,

6. Most school administrators perceived that the problems of
collecting, filing, calculating, and presenting date, the integra-
tion of the system and the management of the information were at the
moderate level.

7. The efficiency in operating and managing the MIS was
perceived of a moderate level iIn 2 areas § functions of MIS and the

use of equipment and supplies.
