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The purpose of this study was to determine the social and envi-
ronmental factors affecting the continuing study of Prathom Sukss six
graduates of schools in Chiang Rai province. These factors were: the
students' personal factors, their family socio~economic status, the pro-
vincial communication facilities, and the students' access to the public
mass media. The study subjects were 17,771 Prathom Sukss six graduates
of elementary schoels in Chiang Ral in the academic year of B.E.2524.
Some of these students continued their study in M.S. 1; some did:not.
The data gathered through administering questionnaire were statistieally
treated, using chi-square and discriminant analysis, The following fac—
tors concerning the continuing and discontinuing study of Prathom Suksa
six graduates were fouad in the study: sex, pre-primary education back-
ground, classroom repetition, school itextbooks, students' motivation
for continuing study, students' attitude foward the sscondary school,
