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Tnis study was intended to explore the features,
problems, needs and solution to the problems of pre-school
education management as perceived by the school
administrators, teachers for the fiyst grade , and pre -
school éducation teéchers in the primary schools of small,
medium, and large size under the Office of Provincialﬂ
Primary Education, Phitsanulok. The population consi%%eﬁ
of 349ischocl adminisﬁrators; 349 teachers for the first
grade and 349 pre-school education téaéhers. The instruments
uselto collect data were two type of queétioanaiﬁes.

Type 1 was a check~}ist and rating scale for the schoql
administrators 3 type 2 for the teachers for the first

grade and pre-school education teachers. The statistics
used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, means

and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows

1. Most pre-school education teachers were female,
aged between 26-35, below 6 years of teaching experience
and without degrees in kindergarten education. The less

had in-service training experiences.

2. The features of pre-school education managenment

2.1 1In academic affairs, there are classes
for pre-school children in most schools, between 10 - 29
pupils are placed in ecach class. The following activities

were found : conducting daily activities for planning



experience according to fined;échedule,t@aching through
the emphasis of readiness preparapion, arranging
experience corners, class supervision, and mgasuring
and evaluating the davelopment of children.

‘2;2 In personnel affalrs,6 the teachers are assigned
to teach on a voluntary basis. The number of-teaéhers is
inadeguate. Teaching persoﬁnel development is pefformed
through in-service training and seminar.

2'3. In student affairs, most pupils bring their
own school lunch from home. Snacks could be seldom provided
by school. Health care service and slieeping facilities are
available,

2.4 In school buildings affairs, most buiidings
are used for both pre~scheol and primary school pupils. .

They are permanent, tar-palnted and wooden buildings.

Appropriate desks and chalrs are inadeguate. Nursing rooms,
toilets, business and matgrial offices,and field recreation
equipment are avallable.

2.5 In business and finance affairs,most pupils
register with primary school pupils. Regestration fees
are waived.

2.6 In school-community relatlon affairs ,most
schools invite parents or gardians to join a meeting or
paticipate in activities. Teachers occasionally visit
pupils'home for their parents’'cooperation in labor,

‘money and material.



3.'Th@-problems in pre-school education management
in five areas explored are percelved at the moderate level.
However, in academlc problem area, one specific problém
was rated at a high level. That is, schools needs teaching

and playing equipment.

4. Needs for assistance, the schools of all sizes

' have the same needs places the following rank order of

impdrtance : first, suéport\in money and eguipment ;
Seconq, providing documents and instructional printed
materials. However, The school of small size needs school
buildings and school areas ; the $chools of medium and

large size need instructional advice.

5. Suggestions for pre-school education managenent.

5.1 1In academic affairs, schools should aim at

learning readiness preparation. Teaching egquipnent-and
media should be adeguately available, and a follow - up
activities should be performed consistentlf.l

o v In personnel affairs,schools,should have
reachers rith degrees in kinfergaten education,
characteristics needed were love of children merciful,
communicate nicely and be highly responsible.

5.3 In student affaies, school lunch and snacks
should be provided. Health care services should be given
regulariy.

5.4 In school buidings and affairs,school
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buildings should be separated and permanent. play ground

with equipment, appropriate desks and chairs, toilets,
nursing rooms, business and material offices should be
available.

5.5 In business and finance affailrs, school
should allocate more budgets and should educate teachers
about business and finance procedures.

5.6 In school—community,relétidn affairs,
schools should inform parents of the inportance and ains

of pre-school education.
