Four of the works taught ethical standards by using protagonists
wio held positions accepted by society. These were the poemé HPotegam
rot's Words to Phra Ram,® "Pali Son Nong," "Rajasawat,¥ and "Eritisana
Son Nong Kam Chan."

Other works taught ethicél standards directly, without use of
protagbnists. Thegse were Proverbs of Phra Ruang, Proverbs for Women;
"Preng=yaw Dawal O-vat," "Sawadee-raksa,” Loknit Poem, and Proverbs of
Ist~riyarna,
