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ABSTRACT 

 

The purposes of this independent study were to study the original concepts and the elements 

of Thai classical dance �Rabum-Srithep�, and to record the dance appearances in written format. This 

was conducted through reviews of document and textbook, interviews, observation and practices 

dancing from teachers and specialists of �Rabum-Srithep�. �Rabum-Srithep� was newly invented since 

1990 by students and staff from Petchabun Teachers College. A group of lecturers in the Department 

of Dramatic Art included Mr.Chalow Nuthet, Mrs.Pilantana Sanguanboonyaphong, and Miss 

Khingkhan Munkhogdee, and a group of 2
nd

 generation students majoring in Classical Thai Dance. 

Evidences for the study were taken from dance appearances and dancer costumes, of angels in 

stucco and patterns appeared on an archaeological site in the Srithep Historical Park in Phetchabun 

Province.

As for the concept of originality, �Rabum-Srithep� was invented from artifacts and 

archaeological evidences in the Srithep Historcal Park such as sculptures from the Khmer Empire, 

ancient India, and Dvaravati Period. And has studied dancing in Dance Arts textbooks These artifacts 

were brought to invent dance appearances in the �Rabum-Srithep�. Additionally, the melody for the 

dance was re-invented from the Khomdamnern song, a Khmer-Thai lyrical accent. The original song of 

one layer was expanded to two layers into a festive-feeling music for fun, and placed the melody by 

Mr.Choungwit Teansri, lecturer in the Department of Music, Phetchabun Teachers College. The Thai 

classical band employed for the dance of �Rabum-Srithep� was Pi Paat dual band with benignity.
