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ABSTRACT

This descriptive qualitative research aims to analyze sentence palterns, language
used, and meaning of words in headlines of Thairath newspaper.

The research methodology consisted of the following stages:

1. Studying and unpublished research and related documents which contained
articles related to newspapers;

2. Gathering data from headlines appearing in Thairath broadsheet (January - June
2013).

3. Analysing data by studying sentence patterns, language used, and meaning
of words:

4. Presenting the research's results by using tables.

The rasults showed that language used in the headline of Thairath broadsheet
(January - June 2013) were mostly begun with subject, then, verbs or redundant verbs,
modifiers, numbers, and conjunctions respectively.

The result also revealed that there were 5 characteristics or forms of language
used in the headlines which werename calling usage, antonomasia usage, abbreviation
usage, word abbreviated, and foreign language usage. Moreover, there were
2 characteristics of the meaning of words appeared in the headlines which were direct
meaning and implicitly meaning. For direct communing, it was found that most of them

were slang words which Royal Institute already defined them in New Words Dictionary.



For implicitly communing, connotations were found and the meanings of those words

were lead to something related to that context.
