ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to analyze social reflection in divination literature from temples
and holy places in Tak province. The analysis focuses on four main subject matters,
including family, everyday living, karma, and didactic content.

The result of the study indicates that the subject matter that appears most
frequently in divination literature is the social reflection on everyday living. It shows that
the basic needs of human beings are a good quality of life and four basic necessities of
life. The second ranked subject matter is the social reflection on family. It reveals that
family is the fundamental unit of society. The main responsibility of the family is to
educate their children, instill in them ethical behaviors, and teach them how to find a
good spouse. The third most frequent subject matter is the social reflection on karma.
This result indicates that people still uphold a belief in good and bad karma. Although
people might not make merit as often as in the past due to impact of social change, they
still do so in order to exorcise their misfortunes whenever an opportunity arises. The
social reflection on didactic content is the least frequent subject matter found in
divination literature. This result illustrates that people give very little importance to ethical

and moral education. Since they have less opportunity to practice Dharma or learn



Buddhist teaching, didactic content is then perceived as something irrelevant and not
worth paying attention to.

Based on the result of the study, it can be concluded that the ultimate goal of
the society is to have everyone live happily together in peace and harmony. The main
purpose of divination literature is to help people foresee unexpected future. In addition, it
helps provide emotional support. Since the eagerness to know the unexpected future
can be considered one of the basic needs of human beings, a belief in divination
literature is thusa way for people to ask divine power to bless them and their family

happiness and good fortunes.
