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Abstraet

This study on village principals, assistant village principals, and village
headmen in the northern region with doing a community plan is determined its
objectives into 3 parts:

1. To know the knowledge level of village principals, assistant village
principals, and village headmen in the northern region with doing a
community the participation level plan.

2. To know the participation level of village principals, assistant village
principals, and village headmen in the northern region with doing a
community plan.

3. To know the level of taking a community plan into practice of village
principals, assistant village principals, and village headmen in the northern
region.

This study is a research in social science. The characteristic in this research is a
survey study. This study is studied from true condition about village principals,
assistant village principals, and village headmen in the northern region with doing a
community plan. 1t will be useful for both public and government in coordinating,
practicing together, and administrating in the local level of Thailand. The population
used in this study 1s collected from 6 provinces; Chiang Mai, Phrae, Tak,
Phetchaboon, and Uthaithanee. The information is collected from 245 people.

The instrument used in this study is a closed-ended questionnaire which is
divided into 2 parts; the first part is general questions about a person who answer the
questionnaire, and the second part is the information in accordance with the objectives
in this study. The information is analyzed by a computer program. The statistic is used
in this study is percentage.

The results of information analysis:

Adter studying and analyzing the information from the questionnaire and the
table of information evaluation about village principals, assistant village principals,
and village headmen in the northern region with doing a community plan, the results
are found that;

1. The knowledge level of village principals, assistant village principals,
and village headmen in the northern region with doing a community plan The
assumption is assigned that the knowledge level in doing a community plan is not
lower than 80% because it is a direct responsibility that should be developed by people
who are in positions and have salary every month, so they have a responsibility to pay
attention to the community plan which was clearly assigned in the local govermment
characteristic act in 1908. The result is found that people who are in these positions



have knowledge in doing a community plan only 47% which is less than the
assumption for 33%. The less a few people understand the community plan, the less
they know how to start developing their community, so they always wait for the
command from the government. This will bring lack of creative idea.

2. The participation level in doing a community plan There are many steps
of participation: acknowledging the information, participating in giving ideas, making
decision together, taking responsibilities, and evaluating. According to the assumption,
the participants who answer the questionnaire should participate in doing a community
plan by joining all 5 steps, and it should not lower than 80%. After evaluating the
information from the questionnaire, it is found that they participate only 69% which is
lower than the assumption for 11%.

3. The level of taking a community plan into practice of village principals,
assistant village principals, and village headmen in the northern region The
assumption is assigned that the participants who answer the questionnaire should
practice i accordance with their community plans and the percentage should not
lower than 80%. After evaluating the information from the questionnaire, it is found
that there i1s 77% of taking a community plan into practice. It is lower than the
assumption for 3%.

From the evaluation in this study, it is found that village principals, assistant
village principals, and village headmen in the northern region have little knowledge in
doing a community plan (47%), they participate in doing a community plan in
moderate level (69%), and they taking their community plan into practice in high level
(77%). However, when these 3 resuits compared with the assumption that should not
lower than 80%, it is found that they all are lower than their assumption.
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
