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The purpose of this research was to compare the virtues in
living together of Pratom six students in primary schools under the
jurisdiction of the Office of the Provincial Primary Education,
Phitsanulok in relation to their sex, school location and parents’
career.

The samples used in this study were 696 Pratom six students in
primary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of the Provincial
Primary Education, Phitsanulok who were randomly selected from all
students in academic year 1993.

Tests of virtues in living together of Pratom six students
which were devised by Suradee Amnuaysirisuk were used to collect data
for the study. Then, the data were statistically analyzed by using
t~test and F-test.

The research revealed the following findings:

1. Virtues in living together of male and female students
differed significantly at the level of .05. Female students showed
more virtues in living together in the aspects of cooperation,
sacrifice, forgiveness, generosity, acceptance of others, opinions
and sympathy than male students.

3. The students learning in schools in urban areas showed
statistically significant differences in virtues in living together
from those learning in schools in rural areas at the level of .05,
The students s{udying in schools in urban areas showed more virtues
than those in rural areas in many aspects, namely, cooperation,
sacrifice, forgiveness, generosily, acceptlaince of others’ opinions
and sympathy.

3. The students whose parents had different careers showed

differences in virtues at the statistically significant level of .05



in all those six aspects above. In terms of sacrifice, the students
whose.parents were civil servants or state enterprise employees
tended to have more virtues than the students whose parents were
agriculturists. Concerning forgiveness, the students whose parents
run a business or did a trade tended to have more virtues than those
whose parents were agriculturists. In terms of generosity, the
students whose parents were civil servants or state enterprise
employees tended to have more virtues than those whose parents were
agriculturists. Concerning acceptance of others’ opinions, the
students whose parents were civil servants or state enterprise
employees tended to have more virtues than those whose parents were
agriculturists and general workers. In terms of sympathy, the
students whose parents were civil servants or state enterprise
employees tended to have more virtues than those whose parents were
agriculturists and general workers. Concerning the virtues in all
six aspects, the students whose parents were civil servants or state
enterprise employees tended to have more virtues than those whose

parents were agriculturists and general workers.
